Background

YWCA recently launched #YWomenVote — our new “get out the vote” (GOTV) campaign to encourage and uplift women’s voices and the importance of civic engagement. Together, we’re taking steps to reach our goal of registering and mobilizing 10,000 women to vote on Election Day 2018! Across social media and onsite at GOTV events, YWCA is sharing stories of #YWomenVote, because women know profoundly the importance of showing up to the polls. It’s time our voices are heard.
